Paws for Love supporter and 
animal lover Dr. Mervyn U. 
Schwartz was born in Fresno, 
Caifornia, in 1921. After 
attending Fresno State 
College for three years, he 
completed his fourth year at 
USC. He went on to the USC 
Medical School and attended 
while in the US Army. 
 
Dr. Schwartz returned to 
Fresno after 2 years in the 
U.S. public health service as a 
practicing physician on an 
Indian reservation in Montana. 
In Fresno he practiced 
Pediatrics for 53 years. Mill 
Valley, California, became 
“home” upon his retirement in 
2002. 
 
It was at that time, seven 
years ago, that he started 
painting. “I accompanied my 
daughter Nancy to her art 
class and was handed a 
paintbrush to keep me 
occupied,” he says. “My first 
painting was of an animal, and 
I have been painting animals 
ever since.” 
 
We met Dr. Schwartz at the 
Bay Area Pet Fair several 
years ago. Upon learning 
about Paws for Love and the 
annual fundraiser, he decided 
to check out the organization. 
  
“I have always been 
concerned with social causes 
but usually people oriented” 
he tells us. “My wife and I 
always loved animals and 
have had many treasured 
pets. At this point in my life it 
feels very gratifying to know 
that my art makes a difference 
for animals.” 
 
His favorite subjects are dogs, 
cats, birds, horses; although 
someone has recently asked 
him to paint an elephant!

All Aboard Animal Search and Rescue maintains a strict policy 
about not accepting out of town dogs for rescue so that we can 
devote ourselves to the needy dogs in Sonoma County. In 
September, we received an urgent alert about an outrageous case 
in Mississippi involving April, a chocolate lab mother who was 
burned in a house fire trying to get her 3-day old puppies out. 
Sadly, all the pups perished in the fire and the house burned to the 
ground. April spent 4 months in the hospital, but was disfigured 
and scarred so nobody would adopt her. The shelter there wanted 
to put her to sleep. We objected -- and then broke our own rules! 
Letting April die was just not right.  
 

Paws for Love was contacted about acting as one of the sponsors 
for funding, and All Aboard immediately transported April to Santa 
Rosa (thank you Paws for Love for much needed financial 
assistance!) where she is living today. She is healthy, working on 
her obedience skills and we expect she will be ready for adoption 
in early 2010. We had her burn sites evaluated by a burn specialist 
at Animal Care Center who recommended April have sunscreen on 
the areas for the rest of her life, but outside of that, April will require 
no special physical care.  Interested families may apply for April by

Compared to all the other 
cats there that day, he sure 
didn't look the “pick of the 
cats!”  
 

With Alex's possible health 
issues, it was not likely that 
he’d be adopted, though. But 
there was something about 
him that touched me. I just 
knew Alex was meant to be 
mine - he knew I would make 
a good home for him. 
 

Alex's fur has grown back 
and he is so handsome! He 
and I are very happy with 
each other. He is usually in 
my lap any time I'm sitting 
down, purring away; or he is 

comfortably sleeping by my 
side. 
 

Fortunately, he has not had 
any health issues and he 
sees his veterinarian 
regularly. I hope he never 
has any further medical 
problems, but if he does I will 
be here to take care of him 
lovingly. 
 
I am so lucky that Alex has 
come into my life. He has 
been is a comfort to me on 
good days and on bad days. 
He can always be counted on 
to brighten my day! Alex has  
such a loving soul, which he 
shares with me. I hope I am 
returning the same comfort 
he gives me.
